DAILY SASKATOON-DENVER SERVICE WITH UNITED AIRLINES

Scheduled, daily air service to Saskatoon is expanding, with the addition of a new route connecting John G. Diefenbaker International Airport to Denver, Colorado. Starting September 2, 2008, United Airlines will provide twice daily service between Saskatoon and Denver. 

“This is a major breakthrough for improved air service in our market,” Bill Restall, President and CEO of the Saskatoon Airport Authority told a news conference. “This new daily service to Denver will better connect Saskatoon with many destinations, most notably throughout the 

U.S. Southwest, North America, and also around the world.” 

Restall noted this is the latest in several recent announcements of improved air service for Saskatoon involving more seats, more direct connections and more ﬂights. “This is yet another option to attract more passengers by making travel to North America and international destinations easier and more convenient.” 

“Direct air access to Denver is going to open up new markets for Saskatoon’s business and leisure travel markets.” stated Todd Brandt, Chair of the Saskatoon Air Services Group.  “Past research demonstrated strong interest in Saskatoon and Saskatchewan from western and southwestern states including Texas and California.  We are finally in a position to take advantage of this interest, thanks in no small part to our surging economy.” 

United Airlines operates more than 3,200 ﬂights a day to more than 200 U.S. and international destinations from hubs in Denver, Los Angeles, San Francisco, Chicago and Washington, D.C. 

Restall noted the new air service is an indicator of solid economic activity providing “a true measuring stick of just how strong and growing our economy really is.” After breaking through the million passenger mark for the ﬁrst time ever in 2007, the Saskatoon Airport has continued to set records for passenger movement every month in 2008.
